Lemrﬁ o the E‘{ tor kick back and relax. Right? Wrong! Our garden will need weeded, watered and moni-
tored for pests if we want a bountiful harvest. In the same way Brookline needs tended for the community to bloom. We
have to continue to pick up the trash around our neighborhood. You don’t have to remind us. We know you are not re-
sponsible for the trash. What we also know is that an area kept clean seems to attract less litter. It will take time to shame
the litterbugs into action, and we must keep trying.

We water our community by supporting our local merchants. By spending our money in our community we keep
those merchants in the community. In March, we challenged you to stop at a business you don’t usually frequent. Have
you taken that walk yet?

Finally, those pests - the drug dealer, the thief, the graffiti vandal. If you receive Cmdr Scott Schubert’s Zone Six -
Brookline Block Watch Alert emails, you know that some of your neighbors have been instrumental in stopping crimes
in their neighborhoods or assisting the police in apprehending criminals. All they did was call 911 because something
didn’t look right. So simple. So effective.

After the Pittsburgh Police officers’ lost their lives on April 4, everyone wanted to find a way to honor them. Perhaps
what we can do is really quite simple. We can be another set of eyes and ears. We can call 911 when our gut tells us that
something isn’t right. What better way to honor Officer Stephen J. Mayhle, a Brookline resident, and to thank the po-
lice officers who live in our community, including new graduate Officer Tanya Szuch [Pittsburgh Post-Gazette, Satur-
day May 16, 2009]. Perhaps simple is best. By assisting the police, we make Brookline a safe and vibrant place to live
for Officer Mayhle’s family, the police officers who call Brookline home and ourselves.

On May 5™, a long-awaited meeting occurred when the community hosted a meeting on the Brookline Boulevard
Improvements. Congratulations to the community groups, including the South Pittsburgh Development
Corporation, who advocated relentlessly for some word of progress on this project. | was happy to join
the effort to encourage the City of Pittsburgh to begin to move forward on this federally-funded project.

My uncle Butchie who
has cerebral palsy loved to come up and sit out front. We
met so many great people over the years up there. We
were a family to a lot of people up there. | wish we could
have stayed open, but everything [prices] went up. We had
to close after so long. It was one of the saddest things we
had to do, but with the cost of everything, we could not
afford to stay open. We didn’t make any money on penny
candy. We just did it so that the kids could enjoy it. They
really miss us. | would do anything to go back to being a
kid and hanging out in front of my grandmother's store
eating penny candy and drinking a carton of ice tea. It was
the best growing up and being able to have that place. We
had a lot of good customers. If anyone would ask one of
our old customers, they would tell you that me, my mom
Linda and my cousins knew most of the numbers they
played off by heart or what type of cigarettes they smoked
without even telling us. | wish the kids still had a place on
the boulevard to go and be able to buy something for a
penny or even have people treat them like they matter as
customers like we did.

CURBING FIDO

A while ago, SPDC installed dog waste receptacles
on the Boulevard to encourage dog owners to clean up
after their pets and reduce waste on public sidewalks.
Many dog owners walk Brookline Boulevard, but
many more walk the surrounding side streets where
we do not have receptacles. There are a variety of
items available for “cleaning up" after your four
legged friend.

Area pet stores sell biodegradable dog waste bags
and gadgets for picking up and disposing of waste.
The bags may be a bit pricey in pet stores but sites like
eBay are a great spot to buy the bags in bulk and many
sellers offer free shipping. For example, 1,785 bags
may be listed on eBay for $41 with free shipping,
which works out to $0.44 per bag.

Don't want to purchase bags, or they just aren't in
your budget? If you receive a newspaper or those
pesky ads that end up in your yard every week, these
bags are a great substitute to the pricey pet shop bags.

So, you have a large breed dog and the daily news-
paper bag just isn't big enough? Use a plastic shopping
bag or search eBay. The dog waste bags are available
in various sizes.

The bottom line - please be responsible for your dog
and respect your neighbor's property. Even if it is the
space between the side walk and the curb, clean up
after your pet. Your neighbors will appreciate it.
